Scripture:

Ezekiel 37:1, 11-14

1“The hand of the LORD was upon me, and he brought me out by the Spirit of the
LORD and set me in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones.”

1" Then he said to me: “Son of man, these bones are the people of Israel. They say,
‘Our bones are dried up and our hope is gone; we are cut off.” 12Therefore prophesy
and say to them: ‘This is what the Sovereign LORD says: My people, | am going to open
your graves and bring you up from them; | will bring you back to the land of

Israel. 13Then you, my people, will know that | am the LORD, when | open your graves
and bring you up from them. 41 will put my Spirit in you and you will live, and | will
settle you in your own land. Then you will know that | the LORD have spoken, and | have
done it, declares the LORD.""

2 Corinthians 5:14-20

14 For Christ’s love compels us, because we are convinced that one died for all, and
therefore all died. 15 And he died for all, that those who live should no longer live for
themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again.

16 So from now on we regard no one from a worldly point of view. Though we once
regarded Christ in this way, we do so no longer. 7 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the
new creation has come:« The old has gone, the new is herel 18 All this is from God, who
reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: 1?7 that
God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting people’s sins against
them. And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. 20 We are therefore
Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making his appeal through us. We implore
you on Christ’s behalf: Be reconciled to God.
